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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study is to study performance of drug abuse protection of
Wat Sripingmuang Municipality School, Chiang Mai Province. The respondents of this study
consist of school directors, vice directors and teachers of Wat Sripingmuang Municipality School
for 30 persons and basic education commission of Wat Sripingmuang School for 15 persons,
totaling 45 persons, in the academic year 2011. Tool used in this study was a questionnaire
regarding the subjected matter the data gained was then analyzed by using frequency and
percentage.

The result of the study can be summarized as follows. Most of the respondents gave
information regarding planning of drug abuse protection in the school that there was a meeting in
which the drug abuse protection plan had made and the teachers acknowledged and complied with
such plan. Teachers and students were promoted to be a leader against the drug abuse in the
school. The school had also a policy which was announced to every concerned party and
cooperated. In a view of giving knowledge about drug abuse, most of the respondents advised that
the school give an advice to students who are vulnerable or addicted to the drugs. The curriculum
also inserted the knowledge of drugs and the exhibition had been held. In an aspect of
environment management that facilitates to drug abuse protection, most of respondents stated that
adjusting the school’s landscape is necessary to be clean and aesthetic. There should be a library

encouraging student to correctly utilize their free time by reading. Space or field for students to



work out in the school should be provided. Classroom decoration should also facilitate to the
learning. As for activities of drug abuse protection, most of the respondents stated that good
morality and ethics should be implanted into the students’ subconscious by relying on Buddhist’s
teaching and doctrines in leading their life. An alternative activity of morality and occupation
should be arranged for the students. Moreover recreation activities should be promoted in the
school, particularly, the drug abuse protection while students are the core of drug resistance in the
school. In light of the problems and suggestions, the school is near a rotten, risky, blind-spot and
disorderly place. The school also lack of systematic performance of drug abuse protection;
activities were not interesting and diversified. And none of participation from guardians and

community was seriously delivered.
