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ABSTRACT

This study was to construct, use, and examine the effect of using the experiential learning
provision with social support to modify dental care behaviors of 30 Prathom Suksa 2 students
enrolled in the second semester of 2012 academic year at Dong YaiPathana (Dong Yai 4),
Pakham District, Buriram Province. The instruments used included 10 experiential learning plans
with social support to modify dental care behaviors, test on dental care knowledge, and dental
care observation form. The data were analyzed in terms of percentage and compared before and

after learning and interpreted in term of behavior level, presented in table with description.
The findings reveal that:

1. The 10 learning plans each of which took 1 hour were appropriate and could

modify the students’ behaviors.

2. Students learned through the use of social supports and had dental care
behavioral changes with the average scores after engaging in the learning at 87.47 which was
higher than before engaging at 56.13 percent. They had dental care behavior average score of

82.60 which was at very good level.
