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ABSTRACT

Purpose of this study was to develop interest in learning mathematics among Mathayom
Suksa 1 novice monk students by using learning resources in Balisathitsuksa School,
Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya. Target group was 34 Mathayom Suksa 1 novice monk
students. The research instruments were 11 learning activity plans, behavioral observation form,
mathematical interest questionnaire and students’ journal writing. Data were analyzed by means,
standard deviation and descriptive analysis.

Result showed that after taught through leaning resources, students had more interested
in learning mathematics. They expressed their appreciation, enthusiasm, attention and class

participation in high level.
