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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study is to study the use of good governance in
administration of Thapa — Theppanom Educations Quality Development Schools Group, Chiang
Mai Primary Education Servicer Area 6. The respondents of this study consist of 90 administrators
and teachers of Thapa — Theppanom Educations Quality Development Schools Group, in the
academic year 2011. Tool used in this study is questionnaire regarding the mentioned subjected
matter. The data was then analyzed by using frequency and percentage.

The result of the study can be summarized as follows. In an aspect of using good
governance in administration of Thapa — Theppanom Educations Quality Development Schools
Group, Chiang Mai Primary Education Servicer Area 6, it found that the school applied the 6 good
governances. The first good governance, the principles of law, the school was administrated under
the rule and regulations. For the second good governance applied, the principle of morality, it
reflected moral administration, created justice and was clear from professional and infamous
misconducts. For the third good governance applied, the principle of transparency, the
administration was supervised, controlled and inspected. The fourth good governance, the principle
of participation, the administration and decision making had involved participations from teachers,

academic personnel, education commission, and people in community including government and



private organization who take part in administration. The fifth good governance, the principle of
responsibility, the administration was based on the righteous principle where both good and bad
results were accepted and the results were assessed for further development. The sixth good
governance, the principle of worthiness, the school had allocated the budget in hand which is
limited worthwhile by promoting, encouraging and launching a campaign in using it for the utmost

benefits.
