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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study were to learning management using the theory of construct a
body of knowledge learning plans by using theory of knowledge to promote historical knowledge
construction for mathayom suksa 4 students at lampangkanlayanee school. The target group were
5 experts; experienced teachers in social study, theory of knowledge study and education
supervisors. Instruments consisted of 5 theory of knowledge learning plans which promote
historical knowledge construction, 5 learning plans assessments form and 5 historical knowledge
construction assessments. The data were analyzed by using means and standard deviation,
presented by tables with descriptive compositions.

The findings were as follows the 5 learning plans consisted of first learning plan was
the estibuited of Ayuttaya; the second learning plan was the factors that promote merchance with
borders of ayuttaya; the third learning plans was the social of ayuttaya; The forth learning plan was
political in ayuttaya period; and the last focused on the importance of the king of ayuttaya. The result
of the learning plans assessment were characterized by following mean values: 2.93, 2.91, 2.90, 2.87
and 2.88, respectively, in the aspects of learning standards, learning objectives, concepts, learning
process by using theory of knowledge to promote knowledge construction of students, learning
resources or medias and measurement and evaluation method. and 5 historical knowledge
construction assessment were appropriate at high level p=3.00 in the aspects of learning standards,
searching and collect information from knowledge, classification of information into categories,
brainstorming with members of group, to use knowledge in solving problems in the activity or

exercise and the presentation format.
