ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to study the level of achievement of learning Kanji
characters in Japanese language by using visualization techniques, 2) to study the retention of
Kanji characters in Japanese language learning by using visualization techniques, and 3) to study
the motivation for learning Kanji characters in Japanese language by using visualization
techniques. The population was 15 first-year students in the Japanese language programme at
Chiang Mai Rajabhat University.

The experimental instruments consisted of 1) Instructional plans of Kanji characters in
Japanese language using visualization techniques, 2) Test of Kanji characters in Japanese
language using visualization techniques, and 3) Questionnaire on students’ motivation for learning
Kanji characters in Japanese language by using visualization techniques. Each student was tested
by a pre-test. Then each lesson and exercise was taught according to the instructional plans by
using visualization techniques. After that, a post-test and a questionnaire were given out. Finally,
after three weeks, a post-test was undertaken again. The data was analyzed by using frequency,
percentage, means and standard deviation.

The findings of the study were as follows:

1) The level of achievement of learning Kanji characters in Japanese language by using

visualization techniques were higher after instruction.



2) The retention of Kanji characters in Japanese language learning by using visualization
techniques were found at 97.52%.

3) The students had motivation at high level by using visualization techniques.
