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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to determine perceptions on the
primary health care strategies, satisfaction on field study in the primary health care at
health center and the correlation between the perceptions on the primary health care
strategies and the examination score of the subject for rural development and the
primary health care and on the satisfaction on the field study. The study was
conducted during December 1994 to July 1995. The population consisted of the 2nd
year student who were studying in the education program for Certificate of Public
Health at Sirindhorn College of Public Health, Chon Buri in the year 1994 (64"h
batch) by means of total enumeration. The tool used for data collection was a self-
administered questionnaire designed by the researcher. The questionnaire consisted of
the perceptions on the primary health care and satisfaction in field study on primary
health care at health center and the reliability revealed 0.87 and 0.77 respectively.
Data were analysed by using frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation and Pearson's product moment correlation coefficient.

The result revealed that: the general characteristics of the student showed
87.7 percent were aged between 18-21 years, 71.9 percent were north-castern
residents, 91.8 percent were high school student prior to enrollment, 75.0 percent were
monthly granted by their parent at amount of 1,000 - 2,000 baht, 99.5 percent were
single and 99.0 percent were Buddhist.

Of all the students, 58.7 percent had good examination score of the subject
for rural development and the primary health care, 51.5 percent had good perceptions
on the primary health care strategies and 54.6 percent had high level of satisfaction in
the field study on primary health care at health center.



The perceptions on the primary health care strategies had positive
correlation to the examination score of the subject for rural development and the
primary health care (r = 0.8560) but no correlation to the satisfaction in the field study
on primary health care at health center (r = 0.0596).
