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Abstract

This study aimed to assess the knowledge related to health
and primary health care and to compare the knowledge of Grade 6
students between schools under the office of primary education in
Health For All and non-Health For All districts. Study subjects were
obtained by simple random technique. The total of 271 students
consisted of 133 students from 8 schools in the Health For All,
Mae Rim, district and 138 students from 7 schools in the non-Health
For All, San Sai, district. The questionnaire developed by the

researcher and tested out by the experts was used for this study.




Data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard. deviation,
and t-test.

The results revealed that from 49 questions, with the total
score of 40, the average scores of the students from Mae Rim and
San Sai districts were 23.87 and 24.59 with the standard deviation
scores of 4.83 and 4,20 respactively, There was no statistically
significant difference for the overall knowledge among these
students. When determining each elemeﬁt, the majority of students
could answer the questions correctly about essential drugs while
fewer students knew about water supply and sanitation, immuni;ation,
environmental health, and consumer protection, There was
statistically significant differences between knowledge about AIDS
and essential drugs at .05 level. Only six questions of the primaﬁy
health care knowledge were statistically significant differences

at .@5 and .901 levels.
