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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to identify conduct disorder,
knowledge and opinion about dependence substance and to determine the
correlation between knowledge, opinion and behavior of the secondary school
students. The population consisted of 554 secondary school students. The
questionnaire was used for data collection, descriptive statistics and Pearson’s
product moment correlation coefficient were used for analysis.

The results revealed that 13.8 percent of the students showed the
conduct disorder. Regarding their degree of conduct disorder : 65.7%, 20.5%,
and 13.7% showed mild, moderate, and high disorder respectively. Dependence
substances uses were inhalant 3.6%, marihuana 3.0% and amphetamine-like
drug 3.0%. Regarding to knowledge, 83.3 % had insufficient knowledge. Most
of them had negative opinion toward dependence substances. There was a

significantly correlation between opinion and behavior (r =.10, p<.05).



This study suggested that knowledge reinforcing on dependence
substances should be included in routine activities for students and surveillance
on dependence substance uses in student especially conduct disorder students

should be done.
