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Abstract

A survey was conducted among the members of Putthaisong District Voluntary Health
Club to study their opinions on the operation of the club and its association with gender, age,
marital status, education level, occupation, experiences from belonging to other community
funds or group membership and the duration of the present membership. The study comprised
150 subjects randomly selected from the club members and the information was obtained by
questionnaire method. Characteristics of the subjects were summarized using descriptive
statistics. Pearson s product moment correlation and Mann - Whitney U - tests were used to
evaluate an association between the variables in the study.

Regarding to the opinions on the operation of the club, 70.0 % of the members were
scored moderately. Those who received positive and negative scores comprised 16.7 % and
13.3 % respectively. With respect to different aspects of the club operation, members agreed to

the welfare policy, promotion of group formation and membership roles, but were yuestionable



on activities pertaining to administration, academics, knowledge exchange programmes, public
relations and social services. There was no association between the level of opinions and
muarital status, occupation, experiences from belonging to other community funds or group
membership or the duration of the present membership. However, a significant association was
observed between the level of opinions and gender, age and education level (p < .05).

The resuits of the study indicate that the club should consider an improvement on
activities regarding to administration, academics, knowledge exchange programmes, public
relations and social services. Member active participation should also be encouraged to enhance

the operation of the club more efficiently.
