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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to compare the Emotional Quotient of sport team
Player and sport single Player. They were divided into 2 groups:42 persons for single and
42 for team which were compared Emotional Quotient in 3 aspects : goodness competence
and happiness. Those were separated into 9 variables. goodness consisted of self controlling .
sympathy and responsibility. competence consisted of self — motivation, solving problems
decision making and relationship. Happiness consisted of self - esteem, self - sufficient and

self — possession .

The result revealed that the sport team Player had more Emotion Quotient than sport

single Player, Except relationship variable.
