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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to evaluate the quality of life of people in Boat
House community, Mueang district, Phitsanulok province and to examine factors affecting their
quality of life. The study had been conducted among 206 subjects represented people in the Boat
House community alongside Cok Chang canal, Mueang district, Phitsanulok province during 1 to
30 June 2003. The research instrument was the quality of life questionnaire that was translated
into Thai by Dr.Suwat Mahatnirunkul and colleagues (WHOQOL-BREF-THAI). Data analysis
was performed by using descriptive and inferential statistics.

The results of this study are as follows:

Overall quality of life-of people in the Boat House community was at the good level
(68.08%). The quality of life in physical, psychological, and environmental domains were at
medium levels of 62.08%, 60.42%, and 63.53% respectively. The social relationship domain was
at the good level (66.8%).

Concerning the association between socio-demographic factors and the quality of
life, it was revealed that people with age not over 40 years old had higher levels of physical,

psychological, and soctal relationship domains of quality of life than older than 40 years old



people. It is also found that people who finished higher than primary school level had higher
level of quality of life in all domains than those who uneducated or completed only primary
school level. In addition, people who were employed had better psychological domain of quality
of life than those who were unemployed. Furthermore, people with middie and high economic
status had higher level of quality of life in social relationship and environmental domains than
those with lower economic status. Moreover, people with age not over 40 years old, finished
higher than primary school level, were employed, with middle and high economic status, and with
family incorr_le average more than 6,948.5 baht per month had better overall quality of life than
“those who with age older than 40 years old, uneducated or completed only primary school level,
were unemployed, with lower economic status, and with family income average less than 6,948.5
