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Abstract

The study on “Using Protective Hearing Devices by Marble Factory Workers | a
Case of Amphoe Pran Kratai Changwat Kamphaeng phet” is to investigate the workers’
adoption and behavior in using protective hearing devices. The samples of 151 workers
were drawn from 4 marble factories in the studied area. Needed data were collected
through interviewing. Collected data were mainly analized by crosstabulation technique .

The results of the study can be summarized as follows

1. The marble factory workers have knowledge about protective hearing devices
at high level, the accepting is in the middle level and the behavior of using was found
to be almost everyday using.

2. The marble factory workers who are different in sex, age, educational levels,
marital status, working experience, salary, receiving knowledge about protective
hearing devices, accepting of using hearing protective devices and evaluating their own
health were found to be varied. Their behavior in using protective hearing devices are

not different.
