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ABSTRACT

The independent research study entitled “Role of Buddhist Monks in Enhancing People’s
Participation in Forest Resource Conservation” has the main objectives as follows 1) To study the
roles of abbots in forest resource conservation 2) To analyze the relationship between the monks’
background and their role for promoting the people participation in the forest resource conservation

The data drawn from 66 abbots in Chiangkhong, Chiang Rai province are used for analysis

As a result, it is found that; |

1) The monk population is composed of 66 abbots, mostly 31-40 years of age, and over 16

year of ordination.

2) The rural monks practically took more active role in forest resource conservation than

those living in the urban area, where the latter tended to participater in planning.

3} The monks used their works as example to lead villagers in forest resource conservation.

4) The monks applied teaching and rituals such as forest ordination for sustainable forest

resource conservation.
