ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to study the local knowledge in restoring and
conserving Nam Ing head water of Tambon Mae Na Ruea, Amphoe Mueang, Changwat Phayao,
and to study its problem and obstacle. Data were collected from relevant documents and
research, and from observation, informal and formal interviews. The samples consisted of
knowledgeable villagers, senior villagers, village leaders, village headmen, members of Tambon
Administrative Organization Committee and occupational leaders in the four villages of Tambon
Mae Na Ruea. The data were analyzed through the application of qualitative research method that
data were orderly classified and arranged with narration.

Results of this study showed that the villagers of Tambon Mae Na Ruea have
participated in restoring and conserving Nam Ing head water in forms of traditional rites which
have been passed on from the past up to the present through experiences and learning process or
so called local knowledge both in abstract and tangible ways. As an abstract way, the villagers
respect and give high values to the forest as well as its importance and their relationships with the
forest. For tangible ways, they have adapted and performed ceremony rites such as Khun Nam

spirit rite, Mueang Fai spirit rite and forest ordination in order to pay respect and conserve head



water forest. In addition, traditional rites and mores were consequently applied and adapted into
village rules to manage head water and community forest at the present.

Problems concerning forest restoration and conservation in Tambon Mae Na Ruea
revealed that the villagers’ participation and their believes in traditional rites have declined due to
more contact with outsiders, modern technology and changing their livelihoods toward city

lifestyle.
