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ABSTRACT

Three main objectives of this research were to study (1) the usage of the environmental
printing media in a highland community, operational research, (2) the efficiency and effectiveness
of the usage of the environmental printing media in promoting knowledge in a highland
community, and (3) to find out problems and obstacles in such usage for finding its development
trends.

The researcher collected data by using a set of questionnaires and non-participant
observations from the samples, systematically selected from the adult learners within Mae-abnai
Highland Community, Ban Luang Sub-district, Jomthong District, Chiang Mai Province. The
results of the study were as follows.

The environmental printing media were found rather efficient, particularly, under the title
of forest protection in three dimensions. Those were the experience supplementary media for the
learners, relating supervision signs, boards, and folders. They could be used to transfer knowledge
about bush fire prevention to the learners efficiently and effectively. The learners were highly
satisfied with the media.

The media were found effectively. It could provide the villagers with knowledge of bush
fire prevention, responsive to the environmental media production project’s objectives with a

special relation to the community knowledge transfer. However, the media were found not



reaching another project’s objective on upgrading the knowledge level of the community to reach
the learning society principle through the learning network and technological transfer. The main
reason was found as that the learners lacked of retransferring their acquired knowledge to their
community.

The problems and obstacles of using the media for the highland community development
showed that there were lacking of a variety of modern contents, and appropriate care from the
users. The users and learners could not apply the media appropriate for full knowledge provision

for to community and also responsive to the learners’ needs.
