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ABSTRACT

The study of the Internet Café Users’ Perception and Understanding of Crimes
According to Computer Crime Act B.E. 2550 (2007) in Mueang Chiang Mai District aimed to
(1) investigate the internet café users’ perception and understanding of crimes according to
Computer Crime Act B.E. 2550 (2007) in Mueang Chiang Mai district, and (2) examine the
behaviors of computer and internet users after the Act took effect. Questionnaires were used for
data collection, and the data were collected from 382 Internet café users in Mueang Chiang Mai
district. Descriptive statistics—frequency, percentage, and mean—were used to analyze the data.
The findings revealed that the majority of the respondents were female, between 19-25 years old,
studying at bachelor’s degree level, and earning an average income less than 5,000 baht a month.

Regarding perception, most of the respondents knew the contents of the Act at
moderate level while they perceived the grace period of computer data traffic and its effective
date at the highest level.

Regarding understanding, most of the respondents knew the crimes according to the
Act at medium level whereas they understood the import of false and inappropriate information,

and disturbing and destroying computer system at the highest level.



Regarding behavior, the majority of respondents behaved according to the Act at high
level The behaviors of not to disturb or destroy computer information, and not to import the
information and edit pictures that would cause problems to others were perceived by the

respondents at the highest level.
