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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to investigate the relationship between fingerprint pattern
and recidivism. Of 870 fingerprint patterns from Criminal Records Division, Scientific Crime
Detection Center 5 Lampang. 520 were the group of first-time fingerprinted on the criminal
record and 350 of recidivists. The main data used in this study including sex, age, fingerprint
pattern, and conviction. At the beginning of this study was to analyze the relationship of
fingerprint pattern between the first-time criminals and recidivists. Its result confirmed the
differences in their fingerprint patterns. In the second phase of this study was to analyze the
relationship of fingerprint pattern of the same conviction and different convictions, and the
finding had been proved as statistically non-significant. For the last phase was to compare the
group of the so-called “crime without victims” (Victimless Crimes) and non-criminal fingerprint

patterns which showed no significant difference among them.
