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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was to study the relationship in the family
of the adolescence with assaultive and homicidal behaviors. The study covers
the problems, causes, solution and the ways of promoting the family relationship.
The datas were «collected from the father, mother, grandfather, grandmother,
step-father and the adolescence with assaultive and homicidal behaviors in
The Observation and Protection of the Children and Juveniles Centre,
Chiang Mai Province. There were 33 persons involved in this study.

The preliminary findings disclosed that the relationships within the family
were good but problems were found in some subsystems. Adolescence who
lived with father and mother, were always blamed and compared to their siblings,
The fathers reported that they had no time for the adolescents, had different
opinions and they did not understand each other. Sometimes there were conflicts

in the family. The mother always complained but their children disobeyed them.



Mothers also complained about financial problem. However the families had solve
the problems in some positive ways such as trying to talk and understand
each other, some negative ways were reported such as tried gambling, avoided
to meet their parents, etc.

In adolescents who lives with mother and step-father, their mother
worked hard to earn money and had no time to take care of them.
Their step-father had always been drunken, annoyed or bored their children’s
feeling. Adolescents and step-fathers did not talk to each other. However the families
had solved the problems in both positive and negative ways such as working,
adaptation and understanding in positive ways and in negative ways such as
walking out and ignoring.

Adolescents who lived with mother and grandmother and adolescent who
lived with mother always had a problem in having less time to live together
because their mother had to work hard and these families solved the problem
by trying to understand each others.

Adolescents who lived with grandmother did not express their feelings
and had financial problems. The ways to solve problem were working and
being patient.

The ways to promote relationships in family proposed by the families were
(1) acception (2) trusting (3) giving a chance (4) giving time for the member in

family (5) sharing love and warmth (6) find a way to earn for their livings.
