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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were: 1) to study the emotional intelligence and
the caring behavior of addict patient caregivers 2) to find a correlation between
emotional intelligence and caring behavior of addict patient caregivers. The
subjects were 71 caregivers; including of nurses, nurse aides and ex-addict staff
who worked in Northern Drug Dependent Treatment Center. The research material
was a questionnaire consisted of three parts: 1) personal data, 2) caring behavior of
addict patient caregivers evaluation test,and 3) Thai Emotional Intelligence Screening
Test for aged 12 to 60 years, developed by the Mental Health Department (2001).

Data were analyzed by using descriptive, correlation and regressmn
The results were as follow:

I) The caregivers were 26-60 years old, and different groups nurses,
nurses aides, and ex-addict staff did not perform significantly different of both
emotional intelligence and caring behavior.

2) The overall and each component of emotional 1ntelllgence positively
correlated with caring behavior at .01 level of significant. And the overall of

emotional intelligence could predict the caring behavior of addict patient
caregivers at .01 level of significant. '
