From the study. it was found that precept in Arnisomsa Sila Sendeaw Script is
correspondent  to those of Sila (precepts ) in Tripretaka in terms of meaning
characteristics taste. Foundation and benefit. That is precepts ( Sila ) in both sources i.e
Sila Sendaew Scrip and Tripitaka, have the same meaning i to control oneself
properly and to abstain from all Unwhole some things. For characteristics precepts
from the two sources are the same i.e. to focus on maintaining the whole some actions,
Their taste is to be satisfied or to be joyful. Their foundation is cleanliness in body verbal

and mind and Hiri (shame of sin) and Ottappa (fear of sin).



For the benefit, however, Sila Sendeaw Script emphasis on the precepts for
Layman, e.g. 5 precepts or 8 precepts. And the benefit of Sila Sendaew is described only
for the person who can follow the third precept i.e. to abstain from misbehavior n
sexuality strictly will obtain a lot of its benefits. For example, he well get wealth as he
wants. His life will be secured from all dangers. Afterwards, when he make that
stable, he will expand his, precept to five precepts aptly and makes only one
other wholesome. Finally he will attain Sotapanna (The stream enterer). All benefits

just are derived from the maintaining only one precept.
