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ABSTRACT

The Objectives of this study were to study patterns of online database of electronic full-
text journal for Journal of Human Sciences, Faculty of Humanities, Chiang Mai University.

The database system was developed by using PHP language, MySQL Version 5.0 for
Database Management System and the Apache Web Server for Web server.

The result from the system development was that user were able to access the full-text of
electronic journal in format HTML and PDF document, consisting of 47 articles from 7 journal
issues since 2004 to 2007. The database support keywords search and search fields which are
title, authors, subject, and year. The database system supported 2 groups, a general users and a
second group is administrator.

It was found from the trail by questionaires that general users and administrators were
satisfied in terms of screen design, data searching, content result, system access and data

management at the high level.
