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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research was two folds, (1) to study the level of the Attitude
towards the life traditionally of Sufficient Economy the Achievement Motives, the Social
Supports from Government officer and Non — government, the Social Supports from a Neighbor,
and the Sufficiency Economy Behavior, (2) to study the predictability of the Attitude towards the
life traditionally of Sufficient Economy the Achievement Motives the Social Supports from
Government officer and Non — Government and the Social Supports from a Neighbor to the
Sufficiency Economy Behavior Among the Saving-Group Members in Sop Moei District, Mae
Hong Son Province.

The sample were 320 persons Among the Saving-Group Members in Sop Moei District,
Mae Hong Son Province. The material consisted of 6 measures; (1) Demographic questionnaire,
(2) Attitude towards the life traditionally of Sufficient Economy Scale, (3) Social Supports from

a neighbor Scale, (4) Achievement Motives Scale, (5) Social Supports from government officer



and Non — government Scale and (6) Sufficiency =~ Economy Behavior Scale. The data were
analyzed by Multiple regression analysis.

The results of the study were as follow:

1. The level of Attitude towards the life traditionally of Sufficient Economy (Y =3.38)
was rather high. But Sufficiency Economy Behavior (Y = 3.05), Achievement Motives
( Y = 3.11), Social Supports from Government officer and Non — government (Y =2.67), Social
Supports from a Neighbor ( X = 2.88) were average.

2. Attitude towards the life traditionally of Sufficient Economy, Achievement Motives,
Social Supports from Government officer and Non — government and Social Supports from a
Neighbor could predict The Sufficiency Economy Behavior (R2 =14.8 ). In the whole independent
variable that be influential positive to the Sufficiency Economy Behavior of statistical
significance were Social Supports from Government officer and Non — government, Achievement
Motives and Attitude towards the life traditionally of Sufficient Economy. Which the independent
variable be influential negative to The Sufficiency Economy Behavior is Social Supports from a

Neighbor.
