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Abstract

This study had two purposes: 1) to examine the problems of minority groups in Burma
published in the Salween Post Magazine and 2) to examine the solutions to the problems of
minority groups in Burma published in the Salween Post Magazine. The hypothesis was that the
Salween Post Magazine reported various problems and solutions relating to the minority groups
in Burma. The data was drawn from 31 issues of Salween Post Magazine published during May
16th, 2004 to May 31st, 2008. According to the problem of minority groups, the study found that
the human rights violation was the most reported topic (42 articles), which could be divided into
four areas: labor violence, assault and murder, sexual violence and migration. The second and
third topics were armed conflict (21 articles) and natural resources (2 articles), respectively. The
least reported topic was the concern of social role (1 article).

Findings on the solutions of minority groups showed that, the most reported topic was the
role of international pressure on Burmese government (15 articles), which could be divided into
three areas: the human rights violation, policy collaboration and racial discrimination. The
second, third and fourth topics were the ceasefire (7 articles), political rights of minority groups
(3 articles) and negotiation between Burmese government and minority groups (3 articles),

respectively. The least reported topic was curriculum adjustment (1 article).
