ABSTRACT

Ethical behaviors of nurses was important element in nursing practice as accepted by
society. The purpose of this study was to study the level of ethical behaviors of nurses as
perceived by clients at outpatient department in Bang Krathum Hospital. The subjects were 315
clients, the research instrument developed by the investigator based on the code of nursing by the
Nurses Association of Thailand (2003). The content validity was 0.85 and the reliability was
0.94, Data were analyzed by using mean, standard deviation and percentage.

The results were as follows:

1. Ethical behaviors of nurses as perceived by clients at outpatient department in Bang
Krathum Hospital was at a high level.

2. Considering all dimensions, they were at a high level as follows; holding principle of
justice and fairness in society, taking responsibility to oneself as well as to individual, protecting
nursing harm to health and life of the clients, providing nursing care with kindness and
respecting value of life, healthiness, and happiness of human, taking responsibility to people who
require nursing care and healthcare services, providing excellent nursing care, interacting with

clients, co-workers and people by respects of dignity and human rights.



The results of this study could be used as basic data to develop ethical behaviors of
nurses as perceived by client at the outpatient department Bang Krathum Hospital, Phitsanulok

Province.
