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ABSTRACT

Emergency patients need special nursing care. Therefore, nurses should acquire appropriate
competencies. The purpose of this study was to examine competencies of emergency nurses in
Uttaradit Hospital as perceived by head nurses, one self, and their colleagues. Subjects were 20
nurses working in Emergency unit in Uttaradit Hospital. The instruments were the Emergency Nurses’
Competencies Questionnaire as perceived by head nurses, one self, and colleagues developed by the
researcher based on the concept from Mrs. Orathai Puengwongsanuruk. The content validity index of
the instrument was .95. The reliability using test-retest method, the instruments were .99, .80 and .90
respectively. The statistics used for data analysis were frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation.

The results of this study revealed that emergency nurses’ competencies as perceived
by head nurses, one self, and colleagues were at a high level (L=3.39, 0 =0.33; [L=3.70, O = 0.09;
WL =3.66, 0 =0.10 respectively). The results of this study could be utilized as a baseline data

for nurse administrators to develop competencies of emergency nurses.
