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ABSTRACT

Nursing quality indicators for setting limit among violent patients is important to
hospital accreditation and can be used to help the improvement of effective services. The aim of
this retrospective study was to examine nursing quality indicators for setting limit among violent
patients in Suanprung Psychiatric Hospital. Sample was 273 folders of violent patients with
setting limit in Suanprung Psychiatric Hospital during August to September, 2007. Research
instruments were demographic data, and the nursing quality indicators setting limit among violent
patients scale, which was developed by the researcher from reviewed literature. The nursing
quality indicators for setting limit among violent patients scale had the content validity index
(CVI) of 0.88. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics.

The results of the study demonstrated that 1) one hundred percent of patients were
assessed of violent behaviors during hospitalization, 2) one hundred percent of patients were
informed of the rationale, time for setting limit, and nursing care during setting limit, 3) ninety-
one point five seven percent of patients felt physical comfort during setting limit, 4) eighty-nine
point seven four percent of patients were calm after setting limit, 5) ninety three point zero four

percent of patients were compliant to treatment after setting limit. 6) Ninety-nine point six three



percent of patients were evaluated for cancellation of setting limit, and 7) ninety-nine point six
three percent of patients were safe and reported no complications after setting limit.

The results of this study can be used as basic information to improve hospital
accreditation and can be used to develop an effective services system for setting limit among

violent patients.
