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ABSTRACT

Implementing suicide care for suicidal attempted patient’s protocol is part of the
system development for caring for suicidal attempted patients in Hangchat hospital, Lampang
province. The protocol was developed from reviewed literature and brainstorming among the care
giver team. This protocol has been tested since 2003. However, there has still been no evaluation
for the implementation and outcome in using protocol.

This retrospective study evaluated the opinion about the process of using the
protocol and the outcomes of using the suicide care to prevent repeat suicide in patients. The
sample was 20 nurses who cared for suicidal patients and 75 files of suicidal attempted patients
who were admitted to Hangchat hospital Lampang Province during October 2003 to September
2006. The study instruments based on CIPP model (Stufflebeem, 2003) comprised the opinions
survey form about the process of using the protocol and the outcomes survey form of using the
suicidal care for suicidal attempted patients that was constructed from reviewed literature. Data
were analyzed using descriptive statistics.

Findings were as follows:
1. The opinions of the patients care team in using the suicide care for suicidal

attempted patient’s protocol found that 70% of nurses agreed that the protocol was possible, 65%



percent of nurses agreed that the protocol was easy to use, 70% of nurses agreed that the protocol
was practical, 65% percent of nurses agreed that the protocol was conveniently implemented, and
60% of nurses agreed that the protocol was extensively applicable to patient care.

2. Outcomes of implementing suicide care for suicidal attempted patient’s protocol
showed that 96% of subjects had no suicidal ideas during admittance in the hospital, 100% of
subjects never attempted suicide during admittance in the hospital, and 100% of subject’s
followed-up at the psychiatric clinic 1week after discharge.

The study results showed that most of the activities in the protocol were practical and
the results can also be used as data for improving protocol and the means for implementing the

protocol in effective ways.
