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ABSTRACT

This piece of research is primarily intended as an
evaluation-like study of the Third Regional Industrial TPromotion
Centre 1in Pichit Province. It aims to meet the following

objectives.

i1y To study the impact resulting from the operation
of the projects undertaken by the Third FRegional Industrial
Promotion Centre in the many respects, viz.
A change in the quality of life, Income
levels, and the development of the work skill of the
Jocal residents participating in the projects, the
state of employment and the labor movement of the local

residents participating in the projects.



(2) To study the opinions, expectations and wants along
with suggestions offered by industrial entrepreneurs and also by
the local residents taking part in the projects.

(3} To study the problems and obstacles encountered,
suggestions and levels of participation by the heads of the
national government’s agencies based in Pichit Province, by the
leaders of other civic organizations, by administrators and other
officials of the Ministry of Industry, by the industrial
entrepreneurs having to do with the operation of the projects and
to study ways and means of improvenment for the future.

Relevant information and data were gathered from the
four groups comprising altogether 404 persons who have connection
with the operation of the projects, i.e., administrators and
officials of the Ministry of Industry, the heads of national
government.’s agencies based in Pichit Province, the leaders of
civic organizations, administrators in the private sector as well
as the local residents participating in the projects.

The study reveals that the projects conducted by the
Third Regional Industrial Promotion Centre in Pichit Province
have contributed to improving the quality of life of the 1local
residents participating in those various projects, to an increase
in their income earnings, to an increase in their Jjob
employments, thus resulting in a decline in the labor movement.

As regards the opinions, the expectations and wants of
the industrial entrepreneurs and those of the Ilocal residents
partaking in the projects, the study finds out on the whole that
the entrepreneurs in the private sector expect to benefit from
interests and low-cost raw meterial while the local residents
expect to get employed in jobs, to gain better work skill and to

receive wages commensurate with their work.



. The personal gains of the entrepreneurs have improved
and so have the gains of the community. The local residents
participating in the projects now enjoy better quality of life,
improved gquality of work, thereby contributing to the
improvement in the overall conditions of the community as a whole.

There are manifold problems and obstacles fqund.in thé
implementation of the various projects of the Centre. They
include, for example, problems of persomnel and budget, problems
of instruments and those of cumbersome official rules and
regulations, resulting in less efficiency and flexibility in
implementation of the projects. 1In addition, we find a lack of
coordination with the private sector, with the public at large
and with other civic organizations. Therefore, many improvements
should be made so that the projects of the Centre, once
implemented, can fulfill its set objectives with a maximum of

efficiency.
