Education: A Case Study of Anuban Chiang Mai School

ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to evaluate the efficiency of specific school
operation on making school to be modernized, letting the students study with happiness and
providing the instruction to the students of Anuban Chiang Mai School for sustainable
development since 1999 — 2002, 2) to identify personal factors of the students that affect the
efficiency of operation on making school to be modernized, letting the students study with
happiness and providing the instruction to the students of Anuban Chiang Mai School for
sustainable development since 1999 — 2002, and 3) to identify problems and obstacles in process
as followed by Project and School Operation Plan of Anuban Chiang Mai School since 1999 —
2002.

The study found that the majority of questionnaire respondents were female students
more than male. Most of them were 12 years old and their parents were government official;
father got 14,200 baht/month income on average while mother got 9,700 baht/month income on
average. Most of the student, who had responded questionnaire, lived with their parents in urban
area. They would be tutored 1-5 hours per week on average.

The students’ perspective on Anuban Chiang Mai School: the study revealed that
most students rated them highly; the mean of making school to be modernized, providing the
instruction to the students for sustainable development and letting the students study with

happiness were 4.11, 4.18 and 4.20, respectively.



Problems related to studying of the students were garbage in school, dirty lavatories,
dust and noise pollution from construction in school, small classroom and lack of materials for
studying, unshaped school and making noise from the students and garbage in cafeteria.

Problems of teacher’s instructional activities and activities which cause the problem
to studying of the students. It was found that teachers sometimes had no good preparing for
teaching and students too sometimes did not pay attention to studying, they interrupted the others
by making noise. Besides, materials were not sufficient and were not in good condition for the
students.

The result of hypothesis testing, it was found that personal factors in gender, age of
the students, the parents's income, the accomodation of the student while they are studying at
Anuban Chiang Mai School and the students’ tutoring were not related to studying with

happiness. Otherwise, living with their parents was related to studying with happiness.
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
