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ABSTRACT

The study on “Problems and Obstacles in the Social Order Policy Implementation of
Police Officers: A Case Study of Mueang Chiang Mai District, Chiang Mai Province” has 3
objectives; 1) to study restrictions of police officers in performances as the social order policy
implementation, 2) to investigate improved and revised directives for the laws and the regulations
in performances of the police officers as the social order policy implementation, and 3) to
ascertain acknowledgements concerning duties and performable ways of police officers the social
order policy implementation.

The applied samples in this study are 200 police officers that perform in  Mueang
Chiang Mai district. Findings showed that most questionnaire answers were more male than
female, between 31-40 years old, 10,001-20,000 baht per month of income, bachelor’s degree
holding and warrant ranking of the police officers which were calculated in 86,0 percent; besides,
their service periods were 11-20 years,

" In terms of problems and obstacles of police officers in the performance of the social
order policy implementation, it was found that overall problems had the problem average mean at
3.77. meaning that the police officers found the problems and the obstacles of the performance at
high level. Moreover, at aspects of the acknowledgement concerning duties and performable ways
of the police offices as the social order policy implementation, most officers had this knowiedge
at magnificent level. The problems of the improved and revised directives for the laws and
regulations in this performance were lacking of rigorous performances owing to personal

advaratage involvement including the intervention of influential persons, thus made these officers



not fully perform. Furthermore, there also were inadequate officers and without cooperation from
entrepreneurs.

For the comments in a new enactment of Ministry of Education cooperation with
Ministry of Culture forbidding the younger than 18 years old children go out after 10 p-m. alone,
the majority agreed that it could solve social problems with a reason being the behavior controlled
frame of teenagers. Accordingly, the serious incidents have usually been caused by 15-20 years
old teenagers. Another comment about the area zoning for the social ordet, it had been found that
most agreed with this zoning with reasons o f easy controlling might bring to casier checking and

relieving duties of involved officers.
