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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the implementation of the anti-narcotic policy
through the Wiwatpolmueang School, 2) to study problems and obstacles of the anti-narcotic policy and
3) to suggest ways in solving the narcotic problems.

A closed-ended questionnaire was used to collect data from 200 inmates who were trained at
the Wiwatpolmueang School, Special Force Regiment 5. Related documents were also analyzed.
Quantitative data analysis involved statistics such as frequency, percentage and mean. Hypothesis
testing involved ANOVA.,

The findings were:

1. Most respondents largely gained benefits and knowledge from the training,

2. Age, level of education, and occupation affected the benefits and knowledge.
