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ABSTRACT

The study entitled, Traffic Management within Chiang Mai City Moat Area for Eco-
tourism Promotion, aimed to explore 1) the possibility of tendency for traffic management within
Chiang Mai city moat area for eco-tourism promotion and 2) problems and obstacles from such a
tendency. Data collection was completed by sample group namely government officers,
government enterprise officers who were under or in directly active of traffic management
divisions, general people, and others from business sections who got involve in the traffic within
Chiang Mai city moat area, and located their offices in Chiang Mai city. This study was
conducted via the distribution of questionnaire to 300 people identified as the specific research
sample group, and the interview with 18 people. The statistic types used for analyzing data were
composed of frequency, and percentage.

The research findings were shown hereafter.

1) Most respondents mentioned that traffic problems within Chiang Mai moat area
only happened to jam at the rush hours; before working hours in the morning and at the end of
working hours in the evening. They claimed that only few sections dealt with traffic solutions
within Chiang Mai city moat area got ready for taking action.

2) Most respondents mentioned that parade procession went along the road affecting
traffic within the moat area sometimes. Some of them, moreover, mentioned that the parade on
road, in fact, maximized the traffic jam in that area all the times. In contrast, some respondents
indicated that any parade procession went through Chiang Mai Municipality area did not affect

the traffic within the moat area.



3) Most respondent agreed with the traffic management within Chiang Mai city moat
area for eco-tourism promotion by arranging floating parade procession instead. They pointed out
that this floating parade procession would create the new marking that benefited to Chiang Mai
tourism, and could also reduce the affect on traffic problems. It, moreover, indirectly improved
the water management system within the moat to be more effective, and helped promote the
arrangement of various types of local activities. Some of them believed that the floating parade
procession would better landscape of the moat. Some respondents who disagreed with the system
of floating parade procession argued that since the parade procession along the road had
continually arranged for long times ago and became Chiang Mai’s mark, the land parade
procession, then, should be maintained. In addition, the land parade procession should be more
beautiful than the floating one, and the amount of tourists who could join in the parade should be

higher.
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
