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ABSTRACT

The study entitled, “Participatory Mechanism in Formulating Phayao Provincial
Development Plan (B.E.2553-2556) of Public Sector, Private Sector, Civil Society and Local
Administrative Organizations” had the following objectives: 1) to investigate the process of
formulating Phayao Provincial Development Plan; 2) to examine mechanism and participatory
level of formulating Phayao Provincial Development Plan; and 3) to explore problems and
obstacles in participating Phayao Provincial Development Plan formulation. Data collection of
this study was based on documentary on Phayao Provincial Development Plan formulation and an
interview with associated population in Phayao Provincial Development Plan formulation.

According to the study, it was found that Phayao Province had formulated the Provincial
Development Plan as the law stated. There were 7 processes/steps of Phayao Provincial
Development Plan (B.E.2553-2556) formulation. Each step contained mechanism providing an
opportunity for the public sector, private sector, civil society and Local Administrative
Organizations to take part in formulating the Provincial Development Plan in 2 approaches,
namely, 1) the committee mechanism, which were the Integrating Provincial Administrative
Committee, the Cluster Committee, and the District Committee and 2) the meeting to gather
people’s opinions mechanism. In addition, the people’s participatory level in Phayao Provincial

Development Plan formulation was in an increasing extent, starting from level 1 — information



dissemination, level 2 — public hearing, level 3 — relevance, level 4 — cooperation, respectively,
although it did not achieved to level 5 — empowering people. Moreover, the problems and
obstacles in Phayao Provincial Development Plan formulation were the inequality in information
obtaining and in participating Provincial Development Plan formulation; the inappropriate venue
and time for the Plan formulation; and the appointment of the work force was not in line with the
law specification.

Finally, there were suggestions for the increasing of Phayao Provincial Development
Plan formulation’s efficiency, namely, 1) there should be more channels of information
dissemination on Provincial Development Plan formulation and more time for meetings and
gathering people’s opinions; 2) the mechanism in public hearing and referendum should be
extended; and 3) the knowledge concerning Provincial Development Plan should be publicized to

people extensively and in a suitable learning method in each area.
