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ABSTRACT

This study seecks 1) to evaluate of the decentralization of water resources
management to the sub-district administrative organizations located in the Phayao Lake area; 2) to
address factors concerning the waler resources management that have relationship with the
decentralization of water resources management to the sub-district administrative organizations
located in the Phayao Lake area; 3) to study the level of people’s satisfaction towards water
resources management of the sub-district administrative organizations located in the Phayao
Lake area; and 4) to address problems and obstacles of decentralization and operation of water
resources management to the sub-district administrative organizations located in the Phayao
Lake area.

Sampling units for this study consisted of officers, members, and personnel who are
responsible for the transfer of such tasks to the sub-district administrative organizations in
conformity to the process of the power decentralization, totaling 167 persons, and 97 lo cal people.
Data were collected by means of questionnaires, and the collected data were analyzed through the
statistical packages program in order to discover frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation
and Pearson’s correlation coefficient.

Results of the study are summarized as follows:

1. The decentralization of water resources management the sub-district
administrative organizations was successful at a medium scale.

2. The analysis of relationships between the factors concerning water resources

management and the transferring of water resources management to the sub-district



administrative organizations revealed evident that factors with regard to an evident
transferring policy, work structure and work system, sufficiency of personnel, readiness of
coordination, and autonomous of operation has had positiverly associated a correlation with
the effectiveness of decentralization of the water resources management to the sub-district
administrative organizations.

3. The degree of people’s satisfaction towards the water resources management of
the sub-district administrative organizations was seen at a medium scale.

4. The problems and obstacles of decentralization of the water resources
management and the implementation of water resources management of the sub-district
administrative organizations substantially resulted from the lack of knowledgeable and skilled

personnel, operational budget, machines, equipment and material supply.
