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ABSTRACT

The research “Waste Management of Wing 41 Chiang Mai Province” aimed to study
the waste management of Wing 41, investigate the problems of the waste management of Wing
41, and examine the factors affecting the waste management of Wing 41. Forty samples were
used in the study including 2 administrators from Wing 41, 2 administrators from Suthep
Municipal, 4 committees from Wing 41 village, 2 persons from recycling business, and 30
representatives from the community. The instruments used consisted of an in-depth interview and
a questionnaire survey. The followings are the results of the study.

1. The problems in managing waste of Wing 41 were the large amount of garbage
overflowing the bins, a lot of left over garbage causing the untidiness of Wing 41, not separated
garbage causing the garbage collectors to separate the waste resulting in the delay of the service,
and the urban surrounded area producing a large amount of garbage. In addition, the households
did not get their garbage out on time causing the left over garbage which resulted in the stinking
smell of rotten waste. Another problem was the inadequate number of garbage trucks and the
trucks’ condition which needed to be repaired. Consequently, additional private garbage service
was hired.

2. The followings are the factors affecting waste management of Wing 41:

2.1 Leadership factor was crucial in attending to the management of waste.

Thus, new projects should be initiated or the leaders should be able to solve the problems.



2.2 Concerning the amount of garbage and waste separation factors, the people
should separate the waste in order to decrease the garbage. Also they should have enough
knowledge and understanding and be conscious in properly refusing the waste.

2.3 Benefit management factor should be appropriate.

2.4 Law factor should be enforced.

2.5 In terms of garbage collection of the Municipal, the fee and time of
collections were appropriate but the Municipal should take care of the cleanness after the waste
collection and increase the amount of bins.

3. Guidelines for future plans include:

3.1 Offer trainings for the officers and their families to be conscious and have
proper knowledge in managing the waste.

3.2 A waste separation factory might be established. Also more garbage trucks
should be bought to accommodate the amount of the garbage. In addition, fertilizers could be
produced from the waste and sold as One Tambon One Product (OTOP) of Suthep Municipal.

3.3 Get involved in the Municipal and Wing 41’s policies and include
cooperation from those created garbage problems and organizations responsible for these

problems.
