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Abstract

Thailand is an agricultural country whose income depends
on its agricultural product and its ability to distriluate it to
both domestic and verseas markets. Rice is Thailand’s most
important agricultural product. Rice is the main food for Thai
people as well as the main export goods. Unlike industrial goods,
the price of rice is not stable because its produce depends on
weather. Rice export has problems and always causes trouble
to the govermment. Futhermore, rice export is nowadays facing
more problem in both domestic and overseas markets. The price of
rice in the domestic market is not stable and also depends on

its world market price. The objective of this study emphasizes on



how to use statistical methods to analyse the domestic rice
price model in order and to correlate factors that affect its
domestic price.

By using the econometrics model, it is found out that
factors directly affecting the domestic price of rice are the
domestic price of rice during the previous year, the amount of
world rice product, the amount of rice export stock, the world
rice consumption, the amount of Vietnam’s rice export and the
export price of rice. If the domestic price of rice in the
previous year, the amount of rice export stock, the world rice
consumption, the amount of Vietnam’s rice export and the export
price of rice were to increase and the amount of world rice
product was to decrease, then the domestic price of rice will
increase. The factors which affect the domestic price of rice
indirectly are the domestic price of rice the previous year, the
amount of world rice product, the premium and the United State of
America’s rice export.

From the results of this study it is recommended for the
Thai goverment to define and stabilize the domestic price of
rice because the domestic price of rice affects the export price

of rice.
