Abstract

‘The diffusion of innovation concerning growing flowers as
farmers additional income in Changwat Chiang Mai has been affected by
various factors suéh as soclo-economical factors and others. This also
causes farmers to develop many pattern of adoption for that innovation,

The result of the study from the interviewing the heads of
household from various families who were selected as the samplings
showed that the income from growing flowers is the most important
incentive variables which leads to the growing flowers as their
additional income source. The study obtained from analysing various
stat istical factors and from the multiple regression analysis
indicated that there are two social variables which are age and
experience of farmers in growing Fléwers; and also one economic factor

which is fund or loan use for cultivation, have the most influence



over the growing flowers for additional income of farmers,

From the study it is also found that for the distribution
of knowledge and appropriate technblogy in growing flowers, the
farmers prefer face to face contact than other type and the government
officer for agricultural extension plays less role in distributing
knowledge and appropriate technology in growing flowers. However,
in order to find more relations between various factors, other factors
should also be concerned including marketing, attitude towards risk

taking, motivation, values, etc.
