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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1) to study the impact of policy that protects
and controls narcotic problems in border villages, 2) to study the life of people at the border after
overcoming the problems, and 3) to study the advice of ways to overcome the problems in border
villages.

The samples consisted of local head leaders, the officers of Mae-Tao sub-district
office, government administrators, soldiers, polices, the officers of the immigration office,
members of the various types of the occupational groups, security guards of Mae-Tao villages and
population in Tambon Mae-Tao. The samples consisted of 196 people. The researcher gathered
information through interviews and questionnaires. The data were analyzed by means of
frequency and percentage. The results of the study indicated that:

1. The impact of policy that protects and controls narcotic problems in the
border villages. Most of the samples agreed that there was a deduction in the amount of drugs
dealers and drugs addicts. This was due to various factors such as the increase in drugs prices, the
decline (vanishing) of drugs trade, the report of drugs addicts to the government officers, the
murders of drugs addicts and imprisonment as well as the confiscation of assets and properties
of the drugs dealers.

2. The life of the populations in the border villages after overcoming narcotic
problems. 77.6 % of the samples agreed with the ideas of organizing occupational support and
having drugs addicts employed. The rest of the samples agreed with the ideas of organizing

activities or training programs to promote occupations and employment among drugs addicts.



They also agreed that the villagers have changed their lifestyles, families were
the strongest institutions, most of them were mentally healthier, they felt safe from a threat of
drugs that would harm their children and they were happy.

3. Ways to overcome the narcotic problems in the border villages. 95.9 % of the
samples agreed that the villages should have clear procedures to subdue the problems. For
example, a community should organize rules, regulations or agreement concerning drugs. Many
of the samples agreed that cooperation among the people to conduct activities relating to drugs
should be done in a community, people should take care of themselves and get their children,
friends and the others in the community to stay away from drugs. In addition, they realized the
importance of enthusiasm among the villagers in resolving the problems by continually
supporting the participation of the youths in the activities organized at the village, the survey of
information regarding drugs dealers and drugs addicts. Moreover, they were concerned about
spreading of information about narcotics problems to members in the village, providing “doing
good deeds for the mother land” program to the dealers and helping drugs addicts to rehabilitate
through the process of following up, providing help, and giving the recovered ones the
opportunities to live happily in their community.

The samples gave advices concerning the process that should be done after
overcoming the narcotic problems. The advice were as follows: a capable group of people
suggested that there should be continuous control and should be provided the knowledge to the
village leaders in presenting effective and reliable information and news to their people. In
addition, according to the agreement of policy, the government should really give rewards to
people who notify the news that lead to the arrest of anybody who are involved in drugs to a
police officer. Moreover, the government should tighten the laws and try to stop drugs
smuggling at the border. The government should declare wars with drugs and continuously

support budgets in fighting the narcotic problems.
