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ABSTRACT

This independent study is originated from the fact that Don Kaeo Tambon Administrative
Organization succeeds in establishing cooperation between the TAO and the local residents in an

efficient management of their community garbage project.
The objectives of the study are:

1. To learn about how to acquire efficient energy and environment volunteers and capable
community leaders in garbage management.
2. To learn about major motivations in joining community garbage management.
3. To learn about techniques in creating public relations in community garbage management.
The study uses both documentary and field research methodologies. Questionaires are used in
gathering data and information from 200 highly involved local residents in Tambon Don Kaeo, 15
energy and environmental reservation volunteers. In addition, the study uses interviews of headmen

and village leaders of Tambon Don Kaeo in compilation of information on community leaders.



The study finds that:

1. By inviting local residents to join various projects of the DAO, by building personal
relationship, constructive conscience, meeting in person and holding exhibition and follow up
activities are the methods used in acquiring volunteers and community leaders.

2. Desire to have conscience, capable personnel, leaders, and the wish to see clean and
disciplined community are factors that bind the organization and the people in community garbage
management.

3. By adapting the ordinary every day life style of the people to the system of community
garbage management.

Advertisements of the project are carried out through various media such as by printing
leaflets with pictures and cartoons. In addition, songs are composed to arouse conscience of the public

to cooperate in community garbage management.
