Independent Study Title  Factors Motivating the People in VVoting for Members of
Parliament in Constituency 1, Chiang Mai Province

ABSTRACT

The objectives of this independent study are: to learn about the factors
motivating people in voting for members of parliament in constituency 1 Chiang Mai
province, and to study about the political behaviors of people who have voting rights
in constituency 1 Chiang Mai province. This study used questionnaire to collect
information about demographic data (gender, age, education level, income, and
career), factors motivating in voting for members of parliament, and political
behaviors from 400 samples, random from people in constituency 1 Chiang Mai
province.

The study finds that party’s policy, knowledge and ability of the candidate for
Member of Parliament, voting law, and reputation of party’s leader are the highly
motivating factors. While political party and role of Media are the neutral motivating
factors. Personal relationship between people and the candidate, benefits from the
candidate, and past favor are less motivating factors.

The study also finds that most of the respondents are not members of the
party, and also never give any help or support to the candidate nor the party. Most of
the respondents have already known about the party’s policy, and most of them voted
for the candidates for Members of Parliament because they wanted to maintain their
rights They wanted to act as good citizens, promote democracy, elect the smart
candidates. They are also interested in party’s policy and party’s solution for
resolving problem. They admired political party and are interested in the candidates
for Members of Parliament.
