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ABSTRACT

The research entitled, “Results of the Implementation in Protecting for the Rights of the
Victims and the Accused of Crime in Changwat Chiang Mai”, is designed: 1) to analyze results of
the implementation of protecting the rights of the victims and the accused of crime according to
general will of the 2544 Victim Damages and Loss and the Accused Compensation and Expenses
Act, 2) to survey opinions of the concerned regarding the weakness and strength of the principles
and implementation in protecting the rights of the victims and the criminal accused according to the
2544 Victim Damages and Loss and the Accused Compensation and Expenses Act, and 3) to survey
problems, obstacles and constraints in performance in conformity to principles and means
determined in the Act in question.

This is a qualitative research intended to study sampling units consisting of the judge,
the prosecutor, the police, the lawyer, the rights and freedom protecting official, the accused, and
the victim, totally 26. Data for the study are collected through structured interview, and results of
the study can be summarized as follows:

As regards the study results of the implementation of protecting the rights of the victims
and the accused of crime according to general will of the 2544 Victim Damages and Loss and the
Accused Compensation and Expenses Act, most of the sampling units expressed opinion that it is
quite successful in reaching the target in line with general will of the aforesaid act. For instance, the
victim and the accused of crime are partially treated by the government; they are satisfied with help
provided by the government. But some of them have not been treated properly because they did not

know their rights owing to lack of efficient publicity.



As for results of the study regarding the weakness and strength of the principles and
implementation in protecting the rights of the victims and the accused of crime according to the
2544 Victim Damages and Loss and the Accused Compensation and Expenses Act, the sampling
cohorts concerned have given opinions as follows:

The strength accounts for:

1) Ensuring that the rights of people in connection with crime are protected if such
rights are violated, for which the government has to take accountability for compensations
according to criteria ruled out by law;

2) Setting up the criteria in determining compensations, clearly and inclusively, to the
extent that the accused of crime could know of their rights to receive their dues, such as
compensation for inability to work, compensation during detention, compensation for death, and so
forth.

The weakness accounts for:

1) Determining conditions for submitting petition for only one year, which is too short
to get it done;

2) Determining the offense in some case, which will result in the victim having rights
to receive compensation, is not yet appropriate, too limited, and not including mental damages and
so forth.

In view of the study of problems obstacles, and constraints in carrying out
implementation in accord with principles and criteria stated in the above mentioned act, most of the
sampling units are opined that such problems in terms of the state policy include lack of sincerity in
carrying out this issue, lack of personnel to perform duties, lack of horizontal coordination between
the agencies concerned, lack of budget for operation, and lack of the office resulting in depending
on other office in the Ministry of Justice. Additionally, there is a problem in creating a full-fledged
public relations network, which consequently mars access to the aforesaid rights on part of the victim and the
accused of crime.

Besides, there is no readiness in establishing an agency and its personnel who are
properly learned in propagating information and giving suggestions to the victim and the accused
of crime, including the agency concerned, so that they can know and understand their rights and

use them correctly. And the budget is not enough for carrying out the work.
