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ABSTRACT

This study has three objectives: (1) to study the awareness of Production Credit Group
Members on Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, (2) to study their behavior in putting the
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy into practice, and (3) to analyze factors affecting their
awareness as well as their livings along the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy.

Primary data were used in this study. They were obtained from interviews a sample of
100 members of two Production Credit Groups in Ta Ton Sub-district of Chiang Mai Province,
50 from Huay Ma-feung Moo 2, and 50 from Baan Mueng Gnarm Moo 8. Accidental sampling
was used. Simple statistics such as frequencies, percentage values, mean values, and rating scale
were used to analyze the data.

On the awareness of the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, 4 aspects of the philosophy
: the meaning and the importance of Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, the major components of
the Philosophy, the application of the Philosophy into real life, and the benefits of putting the
Philosophy into practice were asked. The results of the study show that members of Huay Ma-feung
Moo 2 group were better aware and understand more of the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy
more that those members of Baan Mueng Gnarm Moo 8 group.

Regarding to their using of the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy into their real life
living, both groups were found to moderately follow the six groups of activities of Sufficiency

Economy Philosophy which are : reduce spending, increase income, be thrifty, keep learning,



conserve resources and the environment, and be kind and love each other. However the members
of Huay Ma-feung Moo 2 group were found to live along the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy
by following the six groups of activities more than members of the Baan Mueng Gnarm Moo 8
group, except one group of activities of increase income.

Finally, on the study of factors affecting their awareness as well as their practice of the
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy by analyzing the relationship between their awareness and their
actual living along the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, it was found that the Huay Ma-feung
Moo 2 group were more aware as well as put into practice the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy

more than the Baan Mueng Gnarm Moo 8 group.
