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Abstract

The objectives of research work entitled "The Attitudes of
Farmer's Housewife Groups Towards the Home Economic Extension Service
at Amphoe Muang, Changwat Nan" were to study the general basic
characteristics of the farmers’' housewives, factors effecting their
attitudes towards Home Economic Extension Service (HEES) and their
problems and needs concerning HEES. Data collection was carried oﬁt
by the use of multi-stage sampling method from 120 sample housewives.
Individual interview has been conducted by researcher. Data has begn
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analyzed in terms of percentage, arithematic mean, standard deviation
and t-test for testing hypothesis.

From the research findings, it has been found that the average
age of housewives was 42 years old, {finishing primary 4 education,
having 2-3 children, farming (paddy and orchard) being main
occupation, having household income (both farm and non-farm income)
totalled 32,882 Bath per year on average and regularly participate in
HEES ﬁctivities. Most housewives are interested in food and nutrition,
food preservation, handicrafts and dress making respectively. Most
housewife members have positiﬁe attitude towards HEES activitiés.

From the hypothesis testing, it was found that age, education,
income, number of children and housewives' participation in HEES have
no significantly related to housewives' attitudes towards HEES.

Housewiﬁes' problems mostly found were ammual training
frequency was low, lack of capital operating extension activities, no
marketing outlet absorbing the groups’ products, lack of training
materials and some members having no time available to attend training
respectively. The housewives' need were training materials, training
in food and nutrition, food preservation and handicrafts respectively.
Inaddition, housewives need training concerning home economics

regularly and continuously.
