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Ab=stract

The objectives of this research were +to investigate
the opinions of farmer leaders towards the COraganization of
Natiomal Agricultural Council in the aspect of its structure,
organization, proportion of committee member and the source
of its leaders including the National Agricultural Council’'s
role and its foundation and gtudy the relationship between a
basic of agricultural leaders characteristic and their opinion
toward the Organizati;n of National Agricui@ural Council
including their problems and sugdestion to the Organization of

National Agricultural Council.



Populaﬁion studied was 114 farmer leaders in Chiang
Mati between 1994-1995. The information was collected by ques-
tiommaires., Statistical techniques used Included percentage,
mean, minimum, maximum, standard deviation, Chi-square test and
Pearson Product Moment Correlatioﬁ Coefficient.

From research findings, it was found that fhe majority
of farmer leaders had averade ade 49.39 years complet ing
primary school with average income of 10,000-100,000 bath a year.
The majority of leaders had received informations about the
National Agricultural Council from radio, television, newspaper,
dovermental 6FPicials and village leaders. Most of leaders
had not received information akout the Natiomal Agricultural
Council from magazine and printed material , neighbors and
seminars.,

From hypothesis testing, it was found +that farmer
jeader 's opinions towards the organization of National Agricul-
+tural Council had significantliy related with the educational
level of the farmer leaders . The ade and income of the farmer
leaders had not related toc their opinions towards the organiza-
t.ion of National Agricultﬁral Council, The information-recieving
and personal contract had significantly related to their opinions.

The problems of the National Agricu}tural Council were
that majority of farmers had less recognition to the National
Agricultural Council . Besides, they were lacking of knowledge
and understanding on the content of the Council and had less

received information sbout the National Agricultural Council.



Recommendations for this study were include government
campaign and distribution of +the basic concebt and knowledde
of the National Agricultural Conucil to the farmers. The selec-
tion of the representative to present their opinions and sugdes—
tions to the Natiocnal Agricultural Conucil commitiee should

take into consideration as it was the felt needs of the farmers.
