Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the socio-economic status of the farmers,
to evaluate the project implementation in the villages surrounding the Huai Hong Krai Royal
Initiative’s Development Study Centre and to study the opinions of farmers and govermnment
agencies towards the project implementation and their problems and needs.

Samples used in this study were the farmers of the ten villages surrounding the Huai
Hong Krai Royal Tnitiative's Development Study Centre, Maepong Sub-district, Doi Sa Ket
District, Chiang Mai Province. One hundred and seventy-nine households were randomly
selected. Data analysis was done through descriptive statistics, such as, percentages, arithmetic
means and standard deviations.

From the research, it was found that most of the respondants were female with and
average age of 46.46 years. Most of them were married and attained under primary school
education level. The average family size was 4.10 persons with an average annaul income of
40,182.68 Baht. Average farm size was 4.99 Rai. Most of them had their own land and
became the members of rural people organizations in at leastﬁ 1 group. Most of them
participated in public care and obtained adequate public welfare.

As regards advancement and accomplishment in the project implementation, it revealed
that most farmers raised various kinds of animals, e.g. Kaolumphun cattles, dairy cows :
mostly of the American Brahman, chickens : mostly of native bred and swines of Largewhite
and native. Some families raised frogs and ducks. Some farmers adopted forage pasture of

“Luc_v-Congo” and “Jumbo .
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As for fish cultur::, farmers still cought fish by means of net. Some were trained
various methods of fish culture. Raising fish in net basket was scarcely practised in some
villages. Most farmers grew field crops and some of them grew fruit trees. Crop products and
fruits were processed in some villages,

As for occupational promotion aspects, various kinds of produce in the villages were
increasingly purchased. Opinion surveying of participating farmers revealed that they received
adequate knowledge and assistance from various organizations while those of the government
officials were that the farmers cooperations to the projects were acceptable and their initiatives |
in village development and group working were at high level.

Major problems and needs of farmers could be identified as lack of water during dry
season, inadequates in capitals, land ownership and marketing management. As for government
officials, the farmers were requested for more attention to the training courses.

Suggestion were made for the Centre in developing coordination between government
officials and farmers to meet the demand and the opinion of the farmers. Appropriate
technology should also be introduced to increase the products in the villages. Apart from this,
duplication of project implementation given by diffrent agencies in the villages should be

reduced.
