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Abstract

The objectives of this research were two foid, (1) to study the creativity of
farmers’ housewlves in Chiang Mal Province; (2) to study the relationship and the
differences between perscnal and social background data and the creativity of the
farmers’ housewives. The samples were 220 farmers’ housewives in Chiang Mai
Province derived from three different districts, namely, Amphoe Mae Rim (Tambon Rim
Nua, N = 98); Amphoe Sa-Meung (Tambon Sa-Mueng Tai, N = 42); and Amphoe
Mae Jaem (Tambon Chang Kueng, N = 80). Interview Schedule was used as a
material for data collection. Two hypotheses were proposed as follows.

Hypothesis 1 : There are relationship between personal and social background
variables and the creativity of farmers’ housewives.

Hypothesis 2 : Farmers’ housewives who have different personal and social
background data posses different creativity.

The results of the study were as follows.

1. The majority of farmers’ housewives (39.5%) had moderate level of

creativity, while 31.0% and 29.5% had high and low level of creativity, respectively.



2. in testing hypothesis 1, it was found that there were relationship between
education level, monthly income, information gathering, distance of residence from
Chiang Mai City, and frequency of contacts with outside society and creativity of farmers’
housewives at .001 level.

In addition, age and supplementary job were related to creativity at .01 and
.05 level, respectively. However, participation in housewife’s club was unrelated to
crealtivity.

3. In testing hypothesls 2, it was found that farmers’ housewives who had
differences in age, education level, monthly income, supplementary job, information
gathering, distance of residence from Chiang Mai City, frequency of contacts with
outside society, and participation in housewife’s club possessed different creativity.

Suggestions for further research and implementation of this research findings

were proposed in the research report.
