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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the opinion of
rubber holders towards the operation of Central Rubber Market, the
relationship between the opinien of rubber holders and their
personal characteristics, soéio - economic factors of the holders.

Data was collected from 120 resgisterd holders in Hadyai Central
Rubber Market, Songkhta Province. The data was analysed hy using

percentage, mean, standard deviation and Stepwise Multiple Regression

Analysis.

From research findings, it was found that the average age of
holders was 42.22 years with primary education. The average holding
size was 62.45 rail and_ total annual income was 181,276.05 Baht on
average. The holders utilized Central Rubhber Market more then 10 times
and received rubber marketing informat-ion 1-5 times per month. The
knowledge gained most from the operation of Central Rubber Market were
the main ohjectives of the Central Rubber Market., date and time of
service, and the role of Central Rubber Market.

As for the rubber holder’s opinion. on the operation of the
Central Rubber Market concerning fair price of rubber, accuracy of
weighing equipments and quality of life, it was found that they had
the opinion at the high level hut on the aspect of rubber quality
their opinion. was at the moderate level.

From hypothesis testing , it was found that the educational level,

knowledge and understanding of Central Rubber Market were related
to the rubber holder’s opinion . However, age, holding size, total
annual income, frequency of service, contact with other people and
information acquisition were not related to the rubber holder’s
opinion at all.

Problems and obstacles of Central Rubber Market were price
fluctnation of rubber, unfair price, low quality of raw rubber in the
rainy season, cheating of rubber growers, low quality of the local
weighing equipments, non - participatioﬁ of farmer on rubber weishing
systemn, inadequacy of the officials and untimely payment.

Farmer's recommendations were expectation of govermment to set
price quarantee not less than 20 Baht per kilogram, encourage farmer
to improve rubber' quality and quality grading. Holder needs more
information, training, participation on rubber weighing process and

more personnel.
