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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1o study personal characteristics , socio —
economic and phychological factors of students in socondary school of the Micro
Enterprise Promotion Projects ( MEPP }, to investigate the relationship between these
factors and the success of the projects as well as fo idendify projects problems’ .

Population studied were students in secondary scheool , Chiang Mai Province,
member of the MEPP projects by dividing into 2 groups, namely , successful group
and unsuccessful group. Data was analysed by the use of SPSS/PC”. Statistical
Techniques used were Mean , Percentage and Chi-square Test.

From research findings, it was found that most studenis were male and
studying at the lower secondary level. Most of them had retun from group projects
activities about 50 - 500 Baht / person / year Average income of their parents
amounted to 3,000 - 5,000 Baht/mouth , Low lever of maketing supply, knowledge
about MEPP projects ‘s activities was at the medium level and being a large scale

group. Support from parents support from advisors |, participation of the member



group , achievement motive and leadership quality of the group member were at
high level.

Level of education , profit retum from MEPP project , support from group’ s
- advisors and participation of member group were related to the success of the MEPP
project. _

Problems of the MEPP projects were lack of maketing supply . non -
supporting from advisors in any activities' s projects, understanding in MEPP project
of parents and participation from group member were at low level ,

it was recommended that, MEPP projects should be kept in the upper
secondary school level, advisors should support the member seriously and continuously

and should be encouraged to have more participation in group work.
