A comparative stady of farmer adopter and non - adopter of Gladiolus Extension
Program in Jomthong Disln’ct, Chiang Mai' Province ,had its objectives to study the
.differénce of the personal econommal and social characteristics of the farmers
who were Gladiolus groves and non-groves. The rteason for addption and ot
adoption. Study the origin of Gladiolus Extension Program and problems as well
- as suggestion were also investigated. _ |
| Population in this study were farmers who lived in Rongvue ﬁillages, Tombon
Maesoy Jomthong District, Chiang Mai. Province. The sample of 150 persons were
selected by rsimple random sampling technjqﬁe. Data were co]lécted by the use of
interviewed questionnaire and analyzed statisﬁca]iy by descriptive statistics and T - test
technique. o '




The research . findings showed that most of farmer adopters were male
with an - average age of 45‘.04 years. Most of them finished - primary * school or
equivalent. An average farm houschold member was 4.5 persons ‘with an average
household income was 165,340 Bath per year. The ma]orlty of them never received
information form radio but form Television , Magazine and extensmn agent. They
had Icnowledge and understandmg of gladmlus extension program , gladiolus growing
and gladiolus marketing at a high level. :

' Among those who were farmer non- adopters, it was’ found that most’ of them
were male with an average age of 41 99 years. The majority - of them finished primary
school or equivalent. An average farm holding size was 551 rais wh:le an average
household member was 4.36 persons and an average household income was 105, 367 Bath

per vear. __Most of them never received information form radio and magazine but
' form Telovision and  extension agent. They had - knowledge and understanding of
glad;olus extension program and gladlolus marketmg at low level while  their
knowledgc and understandmg of gladiolus growing was at a high level.

The hypothesis testing showed that total household _income , farm  holding
size , information receiving, knowledge and understandmg of gladiolus growing and
gladiolus marketing of those two groups of .farmers ‘were different significantly,

The problems and obstruction to adoption of gladxolus extensmn ~ program
' mcluded lacking of land area and inconsistency of extension service. '

Farmers needed were support in terms of marketing knowledge and marketing.
